2. Course objectives and outcomes
2.1. General objectives
This course provides learners with key concepts, knowledge and issues in teaching English as a global language, which enables pre-service English language teachers to form necessary skills and attitude in teaching English as an international language. 

2.2. Course outcomes
+ Knowledge: 
Learners are provided with: 

(1) key concepts, theories related to English as a global language such as English as an international language (EIL), World Englishes, English varieties; reasons for English to become a global language and the consequences of this trend; language intelligibility; cultural conceptualization, etc.
(2) key principles in teaching English as an international language such as curriculum development, language assessment, teaching methodology, teacher identity, and the role of native English speaking teachers (NEST) and non-native English speaking teachers (NNEST)
+ Skills: 
Learners apply key concepts and theories in teaching English as an international language to:

(1) identify their teacher identity in teaching English as an international language

(2) identify the role of native English speaking teachers (NEST) and non-native English speaking teachers (NNEST)

(3) select the appropriate contents and methods in teaching and assessing English as an international language

+ Attitude:

Learners are to form their

(1) awareness of World Englishes or different English varieties, and respect towards such varieties; (2) awareness of their roles and strengths as non-native English speaking teachers in the context of teaching English as an international language, from which they build up the confidence in their teaching profession. 
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
